· Other sources of support that are non-income for student and/or parent (money paid on your behalf or money given directly to you that helps to support you) if applicable

· Resident Alien Card if not a US citizen.  We must make a copy of the card for your file or you cannot be seen by the advisor.

· Balances in savings, checking accounts and any cash on hand for both student and parents if a dependent student.  

· Asset information for both student and parents if a dependent student.  Assets include all non retirement income from sources such as stocks, bonds, mutual funds, CD’s, income property value minus any debt, business value minus any debt

· Electronic 4 digit pin number issued by the Department of Ed (if you have already applied for one) This is not mandatory.

· Married

· Veteran or serving in the armed services
