participating students to achieve the learning 
standards of the state curriculum frameworks

● Elevate the quality of instruction by providing 
eligible staff with substantial opportunities for 
professional development; and,

● Involve parents/guardians of participating 
public and private school children as active 
partners in their children's education at school 
through open, meaningful communication, 
training, and, as appropriate, inclusion in 
decision-making processes.

● Monitoring amount of screen time their student 

watches 

● Participating in Title I Workshops and 

parent/guardian meetings

● Participating in decisions about their student's 

education

● Communicating concerns or significant changes in 

student's well being

programming 

● Reading all notices from the school district and 

responding as appropriate
